1. Description  

This Workshop is part of the work plans of the Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor (CIMT) and the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE) of the OAS. It will gather technical officials from the Ministries of Education and Labor of the OAS Member States, representatives of educational and vocational training institutions and the private sector, civil society, worker’s and employers’ organizations, international institutions and other special guests.
